Dear Parents

Welcome to the 2011 season at Aspley Guise Cricket Club.  This letter contains information about the cricket coaching sessions and matches your child may be involved in this summer.

Coaching sessions:
These will be on Friday evenings at 6pm at Aspley Guise Common.  Sessions end at about 7.30pm for the under 10 group and 8pm for the other groups.  We plan to run sessions until the end of the 2011 school summer term.  After that, we will see what the numbers attending are like and decide if it is viable to continue through the summer holidays.
Matches: 

This season we will be running teams for the Under 10, Under 12, Under 14 and Under 16 age groups.  A fixture list will be provided and details are also on the club website at http://aspleyguisecc.co.uk .  Our aim is to give all children who attend training the chance to play in a match at some stage during the season.  Details of adults matches for which junior players may be selected will be provided separately.
Your child’s coach or team manager will advise you what time to meet for matches.  Sunday morning matches start at 10am and weekday matches start at 6pm.  Matches usually last about 2½ - 3 hours.  Refreshments are usually provided for players but your child might want to bring a drink bottle as well.

We will supply maps and directions for away matches.  Please note that as a general rule, the coaches are unable to provide lifts for children to and from matches and so it would be helpful if you could make your own transport arrangements.

Please come and watch the games.  It always helps to have some support and build a nice ‘club’ atmosphere.  You can bring your own refreshments, though most clubs usually have tea and coffee on sale.
Membership Forms and Fees:
You or your child will have been given a membership form for you to complete.  This form is important as it contains your contact details and consent for your child to take part in the Club’s activities and to receive medical treatment in the event of an accident.  Please complete the membership form and return it, along with the fee, as soon as possible and by no later than your child’s first scheduled match.  Please note that if we do not have a completed membership form for your child or if fees remain unpaid, then your child may not be eligible to play in matches. 

The fee for the season will be £30 for coaching sessions, but no match fees this season.  Please make cheques payable to Aspley Guise Cricket Club.
Clothing and equipment:
Please ensure your child wears suitable kit for training sessions and matches; including sports shoes, clothing suitable for running, stretching and, possibly, falling onto grass. For matches, proper cricket whites are nice but not essential at this level.  Until your child is certain that he or she wants to continue playing, we suggest wearing a white shirt (eg a school PE polo shirt), long sports trousers and, if possible, light coloured jumper or sweat shirt for matches.  If the weather is likely to be sunny, sun cream and a hat are strongly recommended.

Matches for the Under 12, 14 and 16 age groups will be played with a traditional hard cricket ball, so protective equipment will be supplied.  However we recommend players buy their own ‘box’ protector and suitable briefs to put it in.  The Under 10s will use the softer ‘Incrediball’.  Don’t worry if you child doesn’t have a cricket bat, as the Club has several for use as well as other equipment.
